o God brought (each creature) to the man to see what he would name them... (Genesis
2:19)
o You made him ruler over the works of your hands. (Psalm 8:5)
e Creation directs our attention to God’s invisible qualities.
o ..His eternal power and divine nature have been clearly seen... (Romans 1:20)
