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My mother passed on to eternity at the age of 86 on September 16.  She had been in a Senior’s Home in 

Lacombe, Alberta, for about 3 years.  Her mind was very sharp, but she carried a colostomy and 

experienced severe pain in her legs.  My Dad passed away 13 ½ years ago, and Mom often said she was 

ready to join him.  She died in her sleep, just as she had longed for.  

I phoned my mother every Sunday morning for the last 13+ years.  She almost always had a question or 

comment about some article she had read and wanted to be sure I had read it too.  

Mom went to a teacher’s school for home economics in Holland during World War II.  

It was interesting to hear some stories from her sisters about how she tried to teach 

her mom and sisters how things should be.  She was a determined woman! 

As a grandmother to 25 grandchildren (ages 15-34), she was always well attuned to 

what they were doing.  Memories shared at the funeral by a few of the 

grandchildren gave clear testimony of my mom’s determination to “stay in touch”.  These memories 

included lessons each grandchild had learned about cooking wholesome food and conserving energy, 

water, food, and numerous other things.  Everything I learned about being “green” I learned from my 

mother 40-50 years ago. 

I still have a prayer under the glass positioned on my desk that my mother sent me: 

 

  God, as I teach your precious children, would you surround me  

  In front ñguarding me as I speak forth with you love and authority  

  In behind ñsupporting me to be a pillar for these children  

  On the side ñgiving me the strength to reach out to help with care  

  Underneath ñgiving me the wisdom and courage to know when and how to     
step forward or step back  

  Above ñwatching over me  

 Amen .
